This thesis investigates the limited participation of women in India`s Lok Sabha, 
despite advancements in gender equality. It focuses on the period between 2009 and 
2019, under the rule of two major political alliances: the United Progressive Alliance 
(UPA) and the National Democratic Alliance (NDA). While the constitution empowers 
women in other areas, their role in politics remains low, suggesting entrenched 
patriarchal norms. The research analyses how inclusive these governments were by 
examining the number of women representatives, trends in their participation, 
leadership roles held by women, and reasons behind their underrepresentation. 
Through a combination of data analysis and in-depth exploration, the study aims to 
understand the challenges women face in entering politics and the consequences for 
India`s democracy. It seeks to answer a key question: How well did the UPA and NDA 
governments (2009–2019) include women in the Lok Sabha and decision-making 
processes? The research will explore specific aspects like the percentage of women 
representatives under each government, changes in their presence over time, their 
placement in ministerial positions, and factors hindering their participation. This 
thesis aims to contribute to the discussion on achieving gender equality in Indian 
politics and provide valuable insights for policymakers and advocacy groups working 
to increase women`s representation and involvement in decision-making. Ultimately, 
a more inclusive and effective Indian democracy requires a greater diversity of women 
leaders. Additionally, this thesis aims to highlight the importance of addressing 
systemic barriers and promoting gender-sensitive policies to create an environment 
conducive to the meaningful participation of women in Indian politics, thereby 
advancing the principles of democracy and social justice. Furthermore, it aims to 
propose policy reforms to enhance women`s participation, fostering a more inclusive 
political landscape for shaping the nation`s future.

Summary The research explores the rich history of student politics in India through 
the prism of New Social Movements. In Postcolonial society student unions played 
major role to ensure social justice and political change. After Independence, almost 
all major political parties established their student wings which helped to widen the 
reach of democratic deliberations. Student politics became an integral part of national 
politics in India and it expanded the horizon of public sphere which was earlier limited 
to an elite stratum of society. These student organisations function as agencies of 
political socialization where members acquire the ideology of the party. Campus 
politics act as fertile breeding grounds for future politicians. Students’ political parties 
encourage the culture of debate and discussion on issues of national and international 
importance. Students’ organisations often use caste factor and identity-based issues 
to mobilise the students especially those who are marginalised in society. The research 
explores how post 1990 witnessed great transition in society due to impacts of 
globalization and liberalization. The character of student movements completely 
changed, and it was no longer based on ideology. The question of Adivasi, women, 
Dalit, other backward groups and queer groups were haunting at Campuses. Students 
started new methods of resistance with the help of technology including use of social 
media platforms. The thesis discusses the major student movements in contemporary 
times like Anti-corruption movement, protest during Nirbhaya Rape Case, debates, 
and discourses over Nationalism in student politics, Citizenship Amendment Act, etc. 
The research also discusses the role of student union in reconstructing identities. 
Organizations such as Dhanak (queer rights), BAPSA (Dalit and tribal rights), and 
others identify themselves with alternative political labels like Ambedkarism or 
Queerness. These non-affiliated organisations have become an important platform for 
students who may not want to be attached to ideological positions of a single political party.

Language is important in human existence and serves as a medium for knowledge 
transmission via education. Education enables individuals to have more fulfilling lives 
in society. It is the process of learning by which people acquire knowledge, enhance 
their values, develop skills, and contribute to the advancement of their own lives and 
society. Humans acquire knowledge and skills in a number of ways, including via 
informal, non-formal, and formal education. Language plays an important role in this 
process. It is a crucial medium for knowledge exchange in the educational process. 
Language domination is common in Indian academia, particularly in higher education 
institutions. The majority of central universities provide education in English; 
however, institutions such as Banaras Hindu University stress the use of Hindi as a 
medium of teaching, while Madras University, a state university, emphasises the use 
of Tamil as a medium of instruction. The English-speaking group has power and 
dominance in academics over not just the other vernacular language but also various 
regional medium-speaking groups. It is employed as a medium of teaching both ‘in’ 
and ‘out’ of the classroom in the context of Indian higher education. Despite the fact 
that they all have a “equal rational faculty,” other regional and “national language 
Hindi” medium students feel unwanted in the groups as a consequence of the 
purposeful behaviour of the ‘elite’ English-medium/speaking groups. As a result of 
this sense of alienation from the community, the question of how linguicism creates 
multiple hierarchies in higher educational institutions in India arose. This doctorate 
project is heavily reliant on primary data (150 respondents) acquired by the researcher 
from chosen institutions such as JNU, BHU, and UNoM using a semi-structured 
questionnaire and evaluated using the SPSS programme, and textual and explanatory 
methods are also used.

Representing the issues of various women is the principal claim of mainstream 
feminism. However, these lofty claims need to be examined as to how differences 
among women are represented. In this scenario, the identity, context, and issues of 
Dalit women remain unaddressed by mainstream feminists. Therefore, it would be 
quite appropriate to call Dalitwomen ‘Dalit among the Dalits’ or ‘downtrodden among

the downtrodden’. Since they are alienated by their caste (outcaste), class (poor), and 
gender (gender among genders), these characteristics segregate women into different 
heterogeneous groups and are not as homogeneous. Additionally, systemic structures 
of social and political violence suppress them. However, certain kinds of violence, such 
as parading naked, forcibly removing the clothes, passing derogatory remarks, and 
making caste remarks, are traditionally reserved for Dalit women. The dominant caste 
targets the sexuality of Dalit women to (re)produce the caste and gender hierarchical 
norms in Dalit communities. The worst aspect of domination and repression is sexual 
violence, in which rape is one of the most heinous crimes perpetuated against Dalit 
women. This work aims to look into the nature of social and political violence against 
Dalit women. And to understand how sexual and caste violence on Dalit women is 
related to issues of humiliation, honour, shame, and stigma of not merely body or 
individuality but also for the entire community. In order to examine violence against 
Dalit women, this study has located Uttar Pradesh as the site of research, where 
fieldwork has been conducted in two districts, i.e., Meerut and Saharanpur. These two 
districts have been witnessing instances of caste violence and active dalit assertions.

The Role of the State in Empowering the Persons with Disabilities.

Abstract 

 
Education and employment are 2 most important variables that play vital role in 
empowering people, specially persons with disabilities. The Constitution of India 
entrusted the State to empower the hitherto underprivileged sections of the society 
through the means of education, employment and representation but it failed to 
acknowledge persons with disabilities as underprivileged section of the society. In this 
thesis, the researcher argues that after the independence, the State initiated some 
rehabilitation measures for the welfare of the persons with disabilities but 
empowerment was not part of its agenda. During the colonial period, inspired by 
religious motives, Christian missionaries initiated some work regarding the education 
of persons with disabilities. However, they did not pay any attention to the higher 
education and employment. After the independence, guided by Constitutional 
mandate, the State launched such programmes and policies that guaranteed the 
education and employment opportunities to marginalized sections of society excluding 
persons with disabilities. At best, the State provided some assistance to religious and 
other nongovernmental organisations for the welfare of the persons with disabilities. 
Hence, initially, the state adopted charity/Welfare approach towards them. It 
launched certain ad-hoc programmes and policies for their rehabilitation. However, 
some domestic and international factors contributed to the enactment of ‘The Persons 
with Disabilities (Equal Opportunities, Protection of Rights and Full Participation)’ Act, 
1995, which marked a perceptible change in the attitude of the State and it began to 
adhere to right-based approach towards persons with disabilities since then. 
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Therefore, for the first time, ‘empowerment’ of persons with disabilities became a goal 
of the State that it sought to achieve through a variety of measures including 
education and employment. Subsequently the enactment of ‘Rights of Persons with 
Disabilities’ Act, 2016 further mandated the State to promote measure for the 
empowerment of persons with disabilities but, they are the most marginalized section 
of the society, 45 % are illiterate and 64%are unemployed. Stigma, negativity and 
apprehension attached with disability are widespread in the society. Lack of facilities, 
inaccessible environment, lack of accessible infrastructure, shortage of accessible 
reading material thwart the empowerment prospects. However, despite these 
challenges situation of education and employment are better than what it was before

A village study in two villages of Rajasthan and Odisha shows changing patterns of 
social dynamics that facilitate politics in contemporary rural India. The field study in 
Gobarghati, Odisha shows that development around the land is contested and 
contested in modern land politics. Common people in a semi-arid village namely 
Devdungri with the help of a social organisation, which, through its long-drawn 
struggles and spirited fight with the local to different state apparatuses of the 
Rajasthan government, concluded that welfare programmes need not be mediated only 
through the corridors of bureaucracy and some elected representatives. They have 
realised that the corruption involved in the distribution or any other process of delay 
in the implementation of many such schemes make or break their everyday life, as 
one account of author’s interactions with the villagers of Devdungri reveals that 
finding out the state of any development projects or the delay of the same – they need 
to have access to those records of they were told by the different quarters that “ we 
are not efficient workers, we cheat at work-sites, time is over”. They needed evidence 
or proof of such statements about the villagers to disprove such official negatives 
about the legitimate workers or citizens. Such data and facts-oriented contentious 
politics and movements around the land acquisition process and irregular distribution 
of PDS shop-mediated subsidised foodgrains and cereals demonstrated and made 
post-colonial India realise that “ democracy should not become the captive domain of

The concept of caste has its roots in the Varna system of Hinduism. According to 
scholars such as Louis Dumont, caste is a hierarchical system that is deeply rooted 
in concepts of purity and pollution. According to other scholars, like Nicholas Dirks 
and Bernard Cohn, the formation of this idea can be traced back to the colonial era. 
However, B.R. Ambedkar presented the viewpoint that this concept was present in 
ancient India, attributed to Manu, and continued through the era of colonialism. 
Ambedkar offered a critical analysis of Hinduism, spearheaded movements to secure 
rights for the untouchables, and championed social reform through his writings and 
activism. Following India`s independence, Ambedkar took the lead in organising large-
scale conversions to Buddhism as a means to challenge the pervasive caste-based 
discrimination. His endeavours sparked cultural and political movements, particularly 
the Dalit Panther movement in Maharashtra. Ram Manohar Lohia worked towards 
similar objectives in northern India by rallying Dalits and backward castes. Their 
beliefs had a profound impact on the political landscape, resulting in significant 
changes in the balance of power. Even today, the ideologies of Ambedkar and Lohia 
face ongoing challenges, especially in Uttar Pradesh and Maharashtra. Understanding 
the ideological and geographic dimensions of caste politics in Indian society is 
essential for a comprehensive analysis, as well as for predicting its future.

This thesis aims to explicate the binary created between the two sweeteners, that is, 
gur (jaggery) and sugar through an analytical framework of politics of knowledge in 
Development. This framework posits that knowledge in the Development framework 
is constituted in different spaces of formal institutions in its epistemology, the 
historical context in which it evolves, state policy, political economic structures and 
spheres of collective action. In each spaces every knowledge system is subjected to 
structures of power and contestations, especially when those knowledge systems had 
already been in practice for millennia in any society and transformed by their 
encounter with modernity. In studying the historical context of the already existing 
knowledge system (AEKS, hereafter) of gur production encountering modernity, the 
colonial phase was a crucial time when it was systematically suppressed by the 
colonial state to promote industrial manufacturing of sugar initially meant for the 
European market, later targeted its home consumption in India. The second important 
space where knowledge is constituted, is by the public policy of the post-colonial state. 
The post-colonial state’s commitment to the European idea of nationalism and from 
that to the vision of modernization and development had led to continuity rather than 
departures from the colonial practices. In this space, we will see how the growth of the 
sugar industry became an insignia of the development of our underdeveloped 
economy. The third crucial space in which knowledge is constituted is the political 
economic structure of production and consumption. This space becomes very 
important because here the knowledge of production gets translated into the process 
of commodification, its circulation into the process of consumption and distribution. 
The fourth crucial space in which knowledge is constituted continuously is that of 
collective action where substantial knowledge about the sweeteners is constructed by 
various organizations that are actually part of neither state nor the market. The 
secondary sources include: Books, research journals, various reports, newspapers, 
magazines and websites.

Unlike other theoretical concepts, political judgement is firmly rooted in the art of its 
application – it cannot be conceived of without understanding the circumstances 
within which it takes place. This dissertation is situated at the cross-section of two 
major changes that have taken place over the past few decades: the forms of 
citizenship and political participation that have accompanied the growth of modern 
liberal democracy from the 19th century onwards and the revolution in 
communications technologies that took place towards the end of the 20th century. 
The connections between the two, particularly with reference to their impact on 
societies outside the Anglophone sphere, remain little understood despite promising 
beginnings made by a variety of subfields ranging from political socialisation to 
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internet studies. Drawing upon these, we can attempt to understand how such media 
has affected the relationships between reality (the world as it is), experience (the world 
as we see it) and its impact on judgement (the world as we interpret and act on it). To 
answer this question, two case studies are employed: the first looks at how the use of 
political judgement by key actors has defined the terms in which the internet has been 
addressed by policy-makers in India while the second explores the different 
experiences of Indian users from varied linguistic backgrounds in terms of the 
information on major socio-political issues available to them online and its 
implications for how they view these. The internet emerges as a mediating category 
that is both shaped by and shapes judgement within a democratic context where 
popular narratives play a determining role in the forms it assumes even as these are 
themselves shaped by the experiences of citizens within the virtual spaces it opens up.

Party manifestos constitute the most important source of a political party’s aims and 
objective as well as its approach to bring about social, political and economic change 
in the society. In a way, the manifestos represent what has been generally attributed 
to the definition of ideology, i.e., ‘ideas about society’. Election manifestos play a 
crucial role in presenting the visions of parties before the electorates. They are a 
compendium of valid positions of parties on varied issues of importance to the country. 
They delimit issues and present a larger framework as campaign material. The power 
of written words has more authority than unwritten, vague, oral promises. Political 
parties usually release their election manifestos on the eve of elections, containing the 
detailed declared ideology, in general, and their policies and programmes for the 
people and electorate, in particular. Thus, Election Manifesto serves as a reference 
document for the public at large for what a political party stands for and what it offers 
or promises to offer to their electorate, if voted to power. The manifestos afford an 
opportunity to the voters to weigh and analyze the relative merits of the parties and 
decide which of them deserves their support during the election to meet their 
expectations and aspirations. It is proposed to provide an overview of the role, function 
and place of party manifesto in the Indian political system. The objective of the 
research is to analyse the impact of party manifestos on electorates, and to assess 
whether they vote considering the promises made in manifestos or not. The research 
aims to understand the purpose and functions of manifestos during the process of 
political campaign. Further the objective is to map out the historical evolution of 
electoral manifestos of national parties and their stand on varied socio-political-
economic issues in the 2014 and 2019 elections.

Studying the interaction between federalism and gender is a relatively new area of 
research, where the attempt is to analyse the impact of federal structures upon gender 
organisation. Additionally, federalism has multiple aspects and understanding the 
relationship between federalism and gender would require analysing through these 
aspects. The aspect of fiscal federalism is significant which characterises federal 
countries outstandingly. Since, in present times gender mainstreaming in the form of 
gender budgeting is one of the significant gender programme of many of the countries 
including federations, it would be important to analyse it in a federal framework. This 
study evaluates this relationship between gender and fiscal federalism in Canada and 
India by giving the example of gender budgeting. The objective is to analyse the 
interaction between gender and fiscal federalism through the study of their gender 
related policy and gender budgeting. The research tries to assess and explain the 
history of gender mainstreaming and the approach developed by both the federations, 
the nature of fiscal federal arrangement and its impact on social policy and gender 
and the comparison between both the countries in terms of their gender policy 
experience. It establishes that despite developing strong practices of gender 
mainstreaming at both the levels of the federal system, fiscal federalism is gendered 
in both Canada and India which means that the fiscal federal arrangements of both 
the countries have a gender differential impact producing gender inequality. But the 
research simultaneously highlights that Indian trajectory is noteworthy where India 
has also made serious efforts to reform its gender related social policy and gender 
budgeting is the key example of that. The study eventually argues that since both the 
federations have varied forms of experiences of gender and social policy they need to 
mutually learn from each other by drawing upon their successes and limitations.
